Grant Awardees are expected to attend FOCAL POINT 2019 (November 14-16, 2019) and will receive the following:

· Roundtrip airfare (economy) from Home Country to Sharjah
· Hotel accommodation with breakfast (13-16 November 2019)
· Daily shuttle transport from hotel to fair site and back
